HHTYPE: 
It is recoded according the original variable LIVARR12: Living arrangement of respondent’s household.  MARSTAT: the marital status of the respondent and the number of household members 
 INCOME: 

It is recoded from the original variable INCMHSD: It is defined as the total household income, in intervals what are considered to create the quartiles 

OWNHOME:

It is recoded from the original variable: DWELLOWD owned by a   member of   the household 

The MTUS variable OWNHOME distinguishes between whether a diarist’s household owns or rents their accommodation in terms of three categories: Own (outright or on mortgage), Rent and Other arrangement. The equivalent variable in the 2010 Canadian data (dwellown) only distinguishes between whether a member of the household owns the dwelling or not.   In other words, dwellown does not explicitly ask whether the accommodation is rented or whether it should be considered as “other arrangements”. Therefore, OWNHOME is the recode of dwellown which assumes that if the respondent's dwelling is not owned then it must be rented and the “other arrangements” category cannot be created.   

URBAN:

In the 2005 Canadian data the population centres indicator (LUC_RST) is divided into “Larger urban population centres (CMA/CA), Rural areas and small population centres(non-CMA/CA) and Prince Edward Island”. Prince Edward Island is classified as ”rural/semi-rural”.
VEHICLE 

It is recoded from the variable ACV_Q100:
Do you or | does any |member of your household lease or own a vehicle. Because the only information provided if is does not have any motorised vehicle 0) or at least have one (3), is the maximum grade of detail that we can provide on this variable.

It is created in a combination of LIVARR12 Living arrangement of respondent's household, AGE, NCHILD and AGEKIDX

CIVSTAT:

It is created recoding the variable MARSTAT:  Marital status of the |respondent.

CITIZEN

It is only safe to say for people who were born in Canada (COUNTRY_) that they hold the Canadian citizenship. There was a question as: YRARRI Range of years when the respondent came to live permanently. We consider that those that came before 1994 as already got the Canadian citizenship. 
Those that came between 1995-2005 we are not able to say nothing and we consider as not having citizenship. 

ISCO1:

The variable isco1 is coded in the following way:

The variable rushed get the values 0 ( never ) and 2(often) as the original variable comes from the variable TCS_Q16 Do you feel that you're constantly  under  stress , and the answer is yes or no. 

HEALTH:
It is recoded from the original variables HAL_Q110 In general, would you say |your health is:
DISAB

There is no variable in the original data that explicitly asks about having a “disability”. The variable that is closest is HAL_Q410 which asks whether a diarist's “daily activities at home, work, school or any other area [are] limited  by a physical condition. DISAB takes the value 1 if the diarist answers “Often or always” to this question.  Also, if the respondent replied yes to question: Are there any particular reasons why you did not regularly participate in any sports? Disability. (SPA_Q410_C10==1)

Otherwise, this variable takes the value 0. 
INCOME: 

The original variables is defined as “Total household income.” And the missing values are recoded.
