· ELOC and INOUT

The information on the location of activities is restricted to three values: “”Own home” (1), “Not at home, but in the same city"” (2) and “Not at home, in another city” (3). After exhausting the potential of original location codes, we use imbedded information in the activity codes, such as whether the activity was a mode of transport, playing indoors with children, odd jobs outdoors.

· EMPSP
The original variable does not distinguish between full-time and part-time employment status of spouse. Therefore, all spouses who are employed are coded as EMPSP=3.

· FAMSTAT
Since we can only know the number of children under 16 in the household, the categories 0 “Adult aged 18 to 39 with no co-resident children <18”, 2 “Adult 18+ living with 1+ co-resident children 5-17, none <5”, and 3 “Adult aged 40+ with no co-resident children <18” consider the cutting of 16 years instead of 18.

The categories 4 “Respondent aged <18 and living with parent(s)/guardian(s)” and 5 “Respondent aged <18, living arrangement other or unknown” are based on the age of the respondent, and are not affected by the different cutting point.

· INCOME/INCORIG
There is no income variable in the 1975 data, but there is a social class variable with the categories

We use this variable in place of income for incorig, and code 1,2 into income=3 (high), 3,4 into income=2 (middle) and 5 into income=1 (low).

· NCHILD
Since in the original survey there is information only for one member of the household, we must rely on one variable to compute the number of children in the household. However, this variable indicates the number of children under 16 in the household. This cutting point is different from the cutting point of 18 considered in the MTUS.

· RELREFP
Only three categories have been coded: 1 “Person 1”, 2 “Spouse/Partner”, and 3 “Child”.
· RETIRED, STUDENT
The survey has a simple economic activity status. It is not possible to identify working retired people and students with small hours of paid work from the demographic variables. However, the diary data cover a full week. If students or retired people reported more than 1000 minutes of paid work the previous week, they are coded as having part-time employment; and if they reported fewer minutes but some time in paid work activities, they are coded as hours of work unknown.
· UNEMP
It is only possible to identify unemployed people who have no hours of paid work, not unemployed people with small hours of work.

· VEHICLE
Three variables note if a household owns at least one bicycle, at least one moped, and at least one car. From these variables, we can code households with a moped and a car as code 4 (2 or more motorised vehicles). Household answering yes to one of the moped or car question and no to the other are coded as 3 (one vehicle), but it is possible that the household owns more than one vehicle. 
· WORKHRS
There is no continuous information on the number of hours worked per week. However, since we have 7 diaries per respondent, we use such information to compute the variable “workhrs”. Thus, we compute the number of hours per week devoted to market work by the respondent. One person who claimed to have a single 24 hour paid work episode for 6 diary days has this variable coded as missing.
