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TECHNICAL DESCRIPTION OF THE SURVEY

This survey supplements the 1992-94 NHAPS survey. The original survey collected a large sample from all states, but did not include variables for the marital status of the diarist, whether the diarist feels rushed, or total household income. Also in 1992-94, health and disability status information is limited. This extension includes marital status, household income quartiles, a health status scale, and whether the diarist feels rushed, plus extra codes for the computing activities. Nonetheless, this survey also only sampled a majority of states rather than all states (the NHAPS covered all states), and only collected diaries from adults aged 18+ (NHAPS collected diaries from all ages). The supplement does not include information on vehicle ownership (92-94 did include this information). Otherwise, this survey followed the same methodology as the NHAPS. This data can be pooled with the 1992-1994 data to increase the sample size (though a more limited background variable list can be used). Alternatively, the survey can be analysed separately, or used to estimate the marital status and household incomes of participants in the NHAPS survey.

· AGEKIDX
The 1992-94 survey only collected the age of the youngest child if there was a household member aged <18. The 1994-95 collected less detail – the number of children aged <18 and the number of children aged <5. It is not possible to identify adults who live with their parents or to break down the age of older children.
· CARER

Incomplete, only coded from doing adult care in the diary.

· DISAB
In the 1992-94 survey, disability only was indentified as a reason for not working. This survey has separate questions about living with disability.

· HEALTH
There is a health status variable this year, in contrast with 1992-94.
· HHTYPE
In contrast with 1992-94, where only single person households could be identified, more of hhtype can be created for this survey. Nevertheless, as limited information is available on other members of the household, there are cases coded as hhtype=4 which should be in hhtype=3, but in the absence of the needed information, these could not be correctly coded.
· INCOME / INCORIG
This file includes a household income variable called “hinc”. While the labels of this variable suggest that there are 14 categories, the values on these categories are out of order and incomplete. The data contain only three codes. When these codes are cross-tabbed with education and employment variables, these appear to roughly correspond with a lower 1/3rd, middle 1/3rd, and upper 3rd of the income distribution. We place approximate labels. The first category appears to relate to $12,000 or less.
· RUSHED
This variable was not included in 1992-94, but is included in this survey.
· STUDENT / UNEMP
In 1992-94, these variables only could be created for people who were not working any hours. In 1994-95, more detail is available, and working students and unemployed people working small hours can be identified.
· VEHICLE
A limited version of vehicle was available in the 1992-94 survey, but these variables were not included in the 1994-95 extension.
