In original data this is a categorical variables and the categories do not exactly overlap with the MTUS categories. Please note that in this case value 2 means there is a child under 7 living in the household. Value 3 means there is a child between 7 and 18 years old living in the household. Other categories could not be computed due to lack of information in the original data. 
· EMPSTAT
Please note that this variable does not give information regarding working time. Please consult the variable WORKHRS. 
· MONTH
Data collection period included three months only – October, November, and December.

· ISCO1
ISCO code 9 includes also domestic workers. 
· RETIRED
Coded based on the main source of income declared by respondent. 

· FAMSTAT
There is no code for a child living with parent(s)/ guardian(s). Instead, those are coded as 5. Code 2 means child is under 7, and code 3 means child is between 7 and 18 years old. High number of missing values for AGEKIDX means there is also high number of missing values for FAMSTAT. 
· INCOME
Original household income is categorical, so categories in INCOME variable do not exactly correspond to 25%, 25-75% and above 75% of distribution.
